Notice of the permanency hearing shall be given to the parties and interested parties.  Notice
and an opportunity to be heard shall also be given to the foster parents, permanent custodian,
preadoptive parents, the grandparents or the closest relative of the child’s parent if a grandparent is
not living or the address is not known, the person having custody of the child, and any person having
close emotional ties with the child and whom the court deems essential to the deliberation.  The
opportunity to be heard shall be at a time and manner determined by the court, and does not confer
an entitlement to appear in person.

Notice shall be given not less than 10 business days before the hearing.  First class mail
notice is permitted.  This statute requires no additional notice to any person who received notice of
the hearing pursuant to K.S.A. 38-2239.
